It 

contains a dozen stories about dangerous or harmful animals, each followed by an unflattering comparison to Jew-

ry. These animals include, but are not limited to, hyenas, grasshoppers, blood-suckers, poisonous snakes, tape-

worms and bacillus. This book is also rare, even among Third Reich books, in its open call to totally destroy Jewry, 

and indeed world-wide, as a necessary final step in an inescapable struggle to the death between Jewry and all the 

non-Jewish folks of the world.
