The Experiences of other Comrades 
 

   The military police question a comrade known to be a nationalist.  They inform 

him a NSDAP/AO poster had appeared on the wall in a military barracks.  He 

truthfully tells them he has no idea who put it there.  The next week he puts a 

NSDAP/AO swastika sticker at the same spot.  The unknown comrade will know 

there is another National Socialist on the base. 

   It is not uncommon for comrades to see swastika stickers that they had not past-

ed there.  They know: We are not alone! 

 

   One of the civilian employees of the Bundeswehr has a photograph of Groβad-

miral Karl Dönitz on his desk. No problem! 

 

   A National Socialist marries a Communist.  In 1933 he gets her out of jail.  In 

1945 she gets him out of jail.  A practical arrangement!   
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   A National Socialist puts a huge swastika flag at the top of a tall industrial 

chimney.  On the way down, he removes several step rings.  The next morning 

this flag is visible throughout the whole city.  It takes the fire department several 

hours to remove it. 

 

   My driver points to the grassy hill next to the Autobahn.  “Years ago, comrades 

burned a fifty meter swastika into the grass there.  It was visible for miles.” 

 

  A comrade says he attended a Hitler birthday party (Führersgeburtstagfeier).  

The whole village was there.  Including the mayor.      

 

   A comrade is invited to join the public speaker school of a nationalist party.   

But he cannot say “national democratic.”  He can only say “National Socialist.” 

 

   Another comrade becomes a public spokesman for a nationalist political party.  

He always wears a swastika pin on the INSIDE of his coat lapel.  During a televi-

sion interview the lapel gets turned around.   The swastika is visible.   On televi-

sion. 

 

   A member of the German parliament (Bundestag) has too much to drink.  He 

walks down the street.  Singing a National Socialist song.  And gets arrested. 

 

   A comrade is putting up NSDAP/AO swastika stickers in the Nuremberg stadi-

um.  He sees three policemen approaching.  Too late to run.  He stands with his 

back to the wall.  Hopes to hide the stickers.  The police ask him to step aside.  

He does.  And expects to be immediately arrested.    

   The three policemen stand at attention.  Click their heels.  Give the Hitler sa-

lute.   Turn around.  And walk away.

more determined than ever to bring the National Socialist party into the forefront

   “´If anything, I`m even more determined and fanatical than before,` Lauck 

said... 

   “During an interview in Lincoln Thursday morning, Lauck said the German 

government broke both American and international law, violating the sovereignty 

and Constitution of the United States. 

   “´This is not about me or my political views,` he said.  ´This is about the right 

of every American citizen to practice free speech without a foreign country claim-

ing jurisdiction and without the bastards in Washington letting them get away 

with it.  We (the NSDAP/AO) are preparing massive legal action against my kid-

nappers both here and abroad.` 

   “Lauck said he´d never stop challenging his enemies. 

   “If I die and St. Peter asks me if I want to go to heaven or go back and fight, I 

want to go back and fight.`” – Lincoln Journal Star, April 2, 1999 

 

   A joke? He was never a joke,” said Bob Wolfson, former director of the Anti-

Defamation League’s Plains States Region, when I questioned Lauck’s signifi-

cance.  “If you’re talking about American Nazis that have had an impact interna-
